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A BILL CALLING FOR THE PRODUCTION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF TULSA COLLEGE OF LAW 2004 BARRISTERS BALL; PROVIDING SHORT TITLE; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY; & DECLARING AN EMERGENCY

Section 1:
This resolution shall be referred to as the “Barrister's Ball Act of 2004”

Section 2:
WHEREAS, there is a need for an off campus extra-curricular, formal event.

Section 3: 
WHEREAS, the students will be the beneficiaries of the event.

Section 4:
WHEREAS, there will be a $5000 cost associated with the production of the event which are enclosed in the following list.  This list is in no way exclusive and can be amended subject to the approval of the SBA House of Delegates.

Section 5:
THEREFORE, be it determined by the University of Tulsa Student Bar Association House of Delegates that approval has been granted for the Extra-Curricular Affairs Committee take all necessary, legal, and proper procedures for production and publication of Barrister's Ball which is scheduled to take place April 3, 2004 at the Doubletree Hotel at Warren Place.

Section 6:
All bills in conflict with this bill are hereby repealed.

Section 7:
This resolution is severable and if any provision of this act is struck down or repealed, the remainder shall have full force and effect.

Section 8:
Emergency Clause: This bill shall have full force and take effect immediately upon passage.
